Jonathan and Natacha would like to invite their guest to participate in this unity ceremony.  Please step forth individually and scoop sand from beneath where you stand.  Gather in a circle around the sands unity vase and pour your sand into the container, Uniting your families and friendships.
Jonathan and Natacha, as you each hold your separate containers of sand, the sand represents your lives up to this moment; individual and unique. 
As you now combine your sand together, your lives also join together as one as well as the lives of your friends and family that are present.
- Now Natacha and Jonathan, please simultaneously pour your sand into the unity container symbolizing the uniting of the two lives into one.

The life that each of you have experienced until now, individually, will hereafter be inseparably united, for the four shall become one.
